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 INFORMATION FOR INTERNATIONAL EXCHANGE STUDENTS  
A) ORIENTATION DAY

It is strongly suggested to all incoming students to attend the Orientation Day, as it is an important step of starting their studies at NKUA.

During the Orientation Day students are pre-registered and they are given the “Certificate for the Admission as an International Exchange Student” which is necessary for the enrollment in their respective Departments.  They also receive information concerning their stay and their studies at the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens.

The Orientation Day will take place at the Main building of the University [Propylaia] at 30 Eleftheriou Venizelou str. (ex Panepistimiou) on  Monday, February 12th 2018 at 10:00
B) REGISTRATION AT DEPARTMENTS 
The documents needed for the enrollment at the Secretariat of your Department, are the following:

· 3 photographs 

· a copy of  passport or identity card 

· the "Certificate for the Admission as an International Exchange Student" issued by the European and International Relations Department of the University 
After your enrollment the Department’s Secretariat will provide you with the following:
· A personal identification number (PIN) needed in order to activate a personal account and to get a Username.  By using your Username and the Password you can apply for your Academic Identification Card (Academic ID Card).  

This ID gives right of access to libraries, sport facilities, etc. and also enables  you to buy at half of the regular price, tickets or cards for all means of transport. The card must be presented to controllers of public transportation organization whenever there is a ticket control.

Important note: Until you obtain your Academic Identification Card you can use the Student Card issued by your Home University in order to be entitled to reduced fares (for students aged up to 25 years)

J) ELECTIVE COURSE FOR ALL INTERNATIONAL EXCHANGE STUDENTS
The elective course “Contemporary Greece: History, Arts and Letters” Erasmus A’ (for the first semester) and Erasmus B’ (for the second semester) is addressed to all incoming exchange students despite the main field of their studies.  It is organized by the Department of Theatre Studies in collaboration with academics from the School of Philosophy and it offers an introduction to Greek history and culture, since the creation of the Modern Greek State. 

The course is taught in English twice every week.  Students are asked to present small papers [through e-class or hard copy (700-1200 words)] and a final essay (5.000-8.000 words) on any of the topics taught depending on their own specific interest after agreement with the lecturers.  The attendance is obligatory.

· Language of the Course: English

· ECTS credits: Six (6)
